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August Bank Holiday — Notting Hill, London - the largest street
carnival in Europe took to the streets. Held annually since 1966,
the streets of West London come alive with the sounds and smells
of Europe’s biggest street festival. At the roots of the Notting Hill
Carnival are the Caribbean carnivals of the early 19th century,
particularly in Trinidad, which was all about celebrating the abolition
of slavery and the slave trade. Twenty miles of vibrant colourful
costumes surround over 40 static sound systems, hundreds of
Caribbean food stalls, over 40,000 volunteers and over 1 million
Notting Hill carnival revellers.
