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The UK is filled with election buzz and with ethnic minority 
numbers growing; their vote may prove critical to success for the 
political parties; particularly with immigration being one of the 
biggest issues facing all residents. With this in mind we’re sure 
you’ll find the following information of interest.

Back in 2005 a report by Operation Black Vote highlighted that EMG voters 
could be ‘critical’ in 71 seats in the 2010 election although in order for this to 
happen, there needed to be greater uptake in registration.

The research investigated reasons for not voting and attributed it to not just 
apathy, because EMG’s are just as likely to be interested in politics as anyone 
else, and found that personal attitudes motivated voters rather than a sense of 
community duty. There was also a direct correlation between being canvassed 
face-to-face by a political party and turning out to vote.

Ethnic minorities make up 10% of the UK’s total population, and in some 
constituencies their presence is in the majority. 25 areas nationally have an 
ethnic minority population of 40+%

  

In Greater London some boroughs have more than 50% EMG residency - e.g. 
Ealing Southall: 53%, East Harrow: 66% and Brent South at 65%
