Ramadan starts tomorrow and is an Islamic religious 

observance that takes place in the ninth month of the Islamic 
calender, it is the month that the Qur’an was revealed to the 
Prophet Muhammad. 

This is a month of fasting, in which participating Muslims refrain 
from eating, drinking, sexual conduct, smoking, and indulging in
anything that is in excess or ill-natured; from dawn until sunset. 
Ramadan ends on the 19th September then Eid ul-Fitr is celebrated 
on the 20th. 
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Eid ul-Fitr is an Islamic festival that marks the end of the 

fasting of Ramadan; which is one of the most important times of 
year for all Muslims. Eid ul-Fitr means the Festival of Breaking the 
Fast
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This year Eid falls on 20th September, Eid is determined via 
lunar activity, so the date fluctuates. Ramadan teaches all 
Muslims the meaning of self–discipline and control, through 
teaching people the value of food and drink and opening their 
eyes to what life is like for people who are less fortunate. A 
major part of Eid is the giving to charity and to those who are in 
need.
